Tarih boyunca insanin sahip oldugu ve bugiiniin insan1 i¢in kiiltiirel miras hiiviyetinde olan pek ¢ok
kiymet, olusturuldugu zaman diliminden giiniimiize ulasincaya degin yekpareligini koruyamamistir.
Nitekim bazi hallerde somut kiiltiirel miras 6geleri gerek zamanin ve mekanin gerekse de insanin
hirgiligindan veyahut da yikiciligindan nasibini almig ve formunu yitirmistir. Bu tiir bir bozulmada
zaman ya da meké&nin kosullarindan kaynaklanan tabi yikimlar veyahut da hasarlar istemsiz kabul
edilirken, insan menseli gergeklestirilen tahribatin bilingli ve sistematik bir bicimde vuku buldugu kabul
edilmektedir. Zira kiiltiirel miras 6geleri lizerinde gergeklestirilen tahribatta beser faktorii s6z konusu
oldugunda kutsalin ya da iktidarin ardina gizlenen insan yeni gelen iktidarm veyahut da kutsalin giiciiyle
eskiyi yikma ¢abasina girigmistir. Nihayetinde ikonoklazm olarak adlandirilan bu yikim faaliyeti din,
iktidar ve insan temelli pek ¢ok yapida karsilik bulmustur. iktidar ve gii¢ séz konusu oldugunda
sembolik bir deger olarak ikonlardaki burun tasvirlerinin hedef alinarak tahrip edilmesi de son derece
manidardir. Bu vesileyle ¢alismanin amaci insanlik tarihi boyunca burun 6zelinde gergeklestirilen
ikonoklazm faaliyetlerinin sebeplerini tespit edebilmek ve temellerine inebilmektir. Verimli bir ¢aligma
ortaya koyabilmek i¢in yazi dncesi donemden giiniimiize ulagmis olan arkeolojik ve gérsel malzemenin
yaninda ikincil kaynaklardan genis bir literatiir taramas1 yapilmistir. Calismada dolayh veya vasitali
akil yiirlitme metodunun yani sira nitel arastirma yontemleri kullanilmistir. Aragtirmanin nihayetinde
tarih boyunca evvel insandan giiniimiiz topluluklarina kadar ikon burunlari {izerine yapilan mana
yiiklemeleri, tespitler ve ¢ikarimlar aktarilmistir. Incelemeler neticesinde ikonlar iizerine yerlestirilen
veyahut da naksedilen burnun sembolik olarak yiice bir degere haiz oldugu farkli mekan ve donemlerde
farkli toplumlarda ayn1 mana degerine tekabiil ettigi anlagilmistir.
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ICONOCLASM MOVEMENT THROUGH THE NOSE IN THE CONTEXT OF
CULTURAL HERITAGE

Abstract

Many values that have been owned by human beings throughout history and that are cultural heritage
for today's people have not been able to maintain their monolith from the time they were created until
they reach the present day. Actually, in some cases, tangible cultural heritage items have lost their form
and have been affected by the irritability or destructiveness of both time and space and human beings.
In such a deterioration, natural destructions or damages caused by the conditions of time or space are
accepted as involuntary, while it is accepted that human-induced destruction occurs consciously and
systematically. Because when it comes to the human factor in the destruction of cultural heritage items,
the person hiding behind the sacred or the power has attempted to destroy the old with the power of the
new power or the sacred. Ultimately, this destructive activity, which is called iconoclasm, has found a
response in many structures based on religion, power and people. It is also very significant that the nose
depictions on the icons are targeted and destroyed as a symbolic value when it comes to power. On this
occasion, the aim of the study is to determine the causes of iconoclasm activities carried out in the nose
throughout the history of humanity and to get down to its foundations. In order to present an efficient
study, a wide literature review was made from secondary sources as well as the archaeological and visual
materials that have survived from the pre-writing period to the present day. In addition to indirect or
mediated reasoning method, qualitative research methods were used in the study. At the end of the
research, the meanings, determinations and inferences made on the noses of icons from the first human
to today's communities throughout history have been conveyed. As a result of the examinations, it has
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been understood that the nose placed on the icons or embroidered has a symbolically high value and
corresponds to the same meaning value in different societies in different places and periods.
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
